Greetings to Area 65 AA's.

As chairman of a Literature Committee that is rapidly
growing, both in membership and work to do, | am taking this
opportunity to lovingly request and strongly encourage all
GSR's and DCM's in our area to discuss starting a literature
committee in your district if you do not already have one. For
background, | recommend everyone go to the AA web site and
pull up BOX 459 Feb/Mar 2006-article "How Does Your Groups
Literature Stack Up", and BOX 459 April/May 2002-article
"Literature Chairpersons Can Make a Big Difference”.

Bill W wrote in the May 1954 issue of the Grapevine
"Suppose, for instance, that during the last 25 years AA had
never published any standard literature---no books, no
pamphlets. We need little imagination to see that by now our
message would be hopelessly garbled. Our relations with
medicine and religion would have become a shambles. To
alcoholics generally we would today be a joke and the public
would have thought us a riddle. Without its literature, AA would
certainly have bogged down in a welter of controversy and
disunity."

From the BOX 459 2002 article-"To assure that our
members are aware of what AA literature is available, the 1986
General Service Conference decided to encourage groups to
appoint literature chairpersons.

A growing regard for the importance of AA literature to the
recovery of each and every member has given rise to a
renewed emphasis on district and central office literature
representatives, as well as area literature committees."

While the literature Bill W wrote about has indeed been
published, | think the dangers he mentioned remain with us
through lack of use of our literature. | am convinced that by a
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steady and sustained effort to keep every member informed
and reminded of the wealth of AA experience contained in our
literature, especially the pamphlets and guidelines pertaining to
service and unity, we can improve our ability to reach the
alcoholic who still suffers.
